SHORT-FORM AGREEMENT

	THIS SHORT-FORM AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) dated effective 00/00/2021 (the “Effective Date”), is made and entered into by and between CLIENT COMPANY NAME (“Client Company”), and Clarity Ventures, Inc., (“Clarity”, each a “Party” and collectively, the “Parties”). Capitalized terms used in this Agreement but not defined herein shall have the meanings given in the Terms and Conditions (as defined below).


SCOPE AND TERMS
Appointment and Acceptance: Client Company appoints and retains Clarity as its provider of certain Services (as defined and outlined herein); and Clarity accepts such appointment and agrees to provide such Services pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement for Client Company.
Scope of Services.  Clarity agrees to provide Client Company the services (the “Services”) outline in the attached Addendum: “Exhibit A”. The basic outline of the project tasks is also shown below:
Technical Discovery – As part of the white-glove support hours, this time can be consumed towards assisting Client Company as needed, in preparing and documenting the integration mappings and workflows required for their project. This allows Clarity to have a clear understanding of the “end points” and “workflows” needed, as well as other details to setup and deliver the integration requirements. Typical time used for this task can range from 3 to 8 hours, though the actual time used will vary based on support required by Client Company.
Clarity Connect Install and Configuration – Clarity will deploy our integration platform and begin connecting the outlined Client Company software applications.
Software Connectivity, Mappings – Clarity will spec the connection between the two line of business applications, the type and security of the connection and ensure the information is completed by Client Company for the required data field mappings and workflows.
Authentication and Workflows – Clarity will use the pre-defined connectors, with our existing standard workflows, to deliver Client Company requirements. More complexity or custom workflows that are outside of our pre-defined connectors, may require additional support hours. If requested, this can be determined within the upfront discovery unless Client Company has a change in the requirements or information provided during the project development.
Final Validation / Launch – Depending on the customizations requested, Clarity will perform final testing and quality control, in preparation to take the integration live / into production.  Once the integration has been validated against the workflow/mapping requirements, Clarity will launch the integration into production.
Project Management / Meetings – Based on the requirements of Client Company and requests for added support, hours could be used towards the PM time or required meetings to review items, demo or other tasks that may be necessary to deliver the project against Client Company specifications. Basic PM time for internal project management of the standard integration project tasks, are included with the license cost.
Clarity Connect License – As part of the standard integration package cost, Clarity will issue a perpetual, royalty-free license to Client Company, per our Clarity IP terms.
White-Glove Support Hours – Clarity will include up to 20 support hours as needed during the project, which Client Company can use to assist them on tasks such as documenting the required mappings and workflows, customizations, or other support requests. Associated project management, QA and meeting time, will be used as required against these tasks.

Term.  This Agreement will commence on the Effective Date and will continue for a six (6) month term, unless terminated according to the provisions of this Agreement.  It is expected that if the Parties desire to enter a longer-term relationship, the Parties could enter into a Project Agreement or Master Services Agreement whose terms shall govern that longer-term relationship.
Payment.  The base package for installation of our Clarity Connect and the integration from Syspro to an EDI application, will include the existing end points and workflows already built out in our Syspro connector. The base package also includes up to 20 hours of “white-glove” support from Clarity, to assist the Client Company in tasks such as, submitting the required integration mappings and workflows, customizations, emails, calls, meetings, and any other support items that may arise during the implementation, either requested by Client Company or required from Clarity to perform in order to fulfill the requirements for the integration project. If Client Company consumes the 20 support hours prior to launching the integration project, and Client Company requires additional hours, these hours can be purchased at a rate of $150/hr. 
The base package for the integration project outlined in the Scope of Services will be a cost of $19,995.00, with to be determined customizations added to the project, based on the Client Company requirements particular to their EDI scenario. Clarity will bill this project within three (3) invoices, with the initial invoice being $9,997.50. The second invoice will be sent 30 days after the receipt of the first payment, for half of the remaining estimated cost that is determined with the additions of the EDI customizations. The third invoice will be sent 30 days after the second invoice, for the remaining estimated cost to complete the project. If additional costs have been added to the project from the Client Company requesting further support hours for tasks such as, changes or additions to the project scope, added customizations to the workflows, additional data entities, or other required tasks, those costs will be added into either the second or third invoice. If there are any additional services added after the second or third invoices have been paid, Clarity can submit an invoice separately as required.
All Clarity invoices sent to Client Company are due upon receipt and any unpaid services during the project will require to be paid and received by Clarity, prior to completion of the project. If the project is completed with unused hours on hand, not including the 20 white-glove hours within the base package, Client Company can elect to receive a refund for that amount or since the hours do not expire, they can be used for additional support services at a later date.

Terms and Conditions: The Parties warrant and represent that they have read and understand the terms and conditions available at, http://cvilnk.com/Clarity_Terms_and_Conditions.pdf (“Terms and Conditions”), as the same may be amended from time to time, which are hereby incorporated by reference along with the terms and conditions of this Agreement, all of which shall govern the activities between the Parties. Nothing contained herein shall act as a waiver of either Party’s rights arising from the Agreement.  In the event of any ambiguity or conflict, the Terms and Conditions shall control.


MISCELLANEOUS
Termination: Either Party may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice.
Counterparts.  The Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original but all of which together shall constitute one Agreement.  Only one counterpart signed by the Party against whom enforceability is sought need be produced to evidence the existence of the Agreement.  Electronic copies of the executed version shall have the same force and effect as the original.

Governing Law.  The Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the internal laws of the State of Texas, notwithstanding any state or other jurisdiction’s choice of law provision to the contrary.  Any proceeding to enforce, interpret, challenge the validity of or recover for the breach of any provision of the Agreement shall be subject to Article 10 of the Terms and Conditions.
